Kindly prepare questions which might be for long answer (L), short (S), very short answer (V) or MCQ. So, a long answer question with degree of difficulty M will be marked as BNGA11LM

HV01 put before a question would mean a very short hard question is being set. 

PHSA22MS02 would mean a short question of Medium difficulty has been set as the second question in the Second paper of Second Year. 
If the questions are submitted in electronic format (in a CD) then they should be in *. doc/ *.docx format or *.odt formats or in Latex format.
All figures/diagrams wherever necessary would have to be in *.jpg/

To recapitulate, the first 4 letters represent the subject code, next digit represents the year, next digit represents the paper number, next letter represents the degree of difficulty, next letter represents the type of question and the final two digits represents the number of the question on the list.
