Guidelines for Re-Evaluation of Answer-Scripts for Part-I Examinations, 2011 (Hons & Gen)

A)   General Provisions:
A candidate having completed the B.A./B. Sc./B. Com/BBA Part-I Examinations (Honors) may apply to the Controller of Examinations through the Principal of the concerned college for re-evaluation (review) of his/ her answer-script(s) ordinarily within 15 working days of the University from the date of publication of results subject to the provisions as laid down hereunder.

1. A candidate may seek re-evaluation of not more than two papers/ portion of papers, both from Hons or General or one paper from each stream.
2. Application for re-evaluation shall be restricted to theoretical papers only.

3. To be eligible for re-evaluation, a candidate has to secure at least 30% marks for Hons. and 25% for General stream  in  the aggregate (excluding the papers where he/ where he/she is applying for re-evaluation).

4. Grace/deficit awards, if any, shall not be taken into account in order to determine the eligibility for re-evaluation.

5. Re-evaluation can lead to either an increase in marks, or ‘No Change’ in marks or a reduction in marks. However, in case of any reduction in marks after re-evaluation, the alteration in marks on re-evaluation shall NOT be given effect if such alteration leads to any deterioration in the overall status of the result of any candidate. (e.g. the result status becomes H to G or P to F etc.).

6. The above guidelines are also applicable for Major or BBA students.


B)   Re-evaluation Fees:
Re-evaluation fees is Rs 100 per paper, payable by a candidate at the college, of which Rs 85 per paper is payable to West Bengal State University by the concerned college by means of a Demand Draft drawn on any Nationalised Bank, payable at Barasat or Kolkata, and Rs 15 per paper is to be retained by the college as processing charges.

C)   Results of Re-examination:
The University shall try its best to publish re-evaluation results for Part-I Hons candidates at the earliest, ordinarily within 30 working days from the closure of receipt of applications (barring unforeseen circumstances).

The last date for receipt of applications at the colleges is 16th January, 2012 

The Re-examination application form can be downloaded from the University website: www.wbsubregistration.org. Colleges are to send the filled in forms to the University along with a Demand Draft for the requisite fees at the earliest.
