CSR / Part-I / 2011
1. Each candidate in the Hons stream has to appear for 200 marks in the Hons subject consisting of 2 theoretical papers of 100 marks each, or a combination of theoretical or practical papers (150+50 or 100+100 depending on the subject), plus 200 marks in the General stream consisting of one paper each in two General (Pass) subjects, plus 3 Compulsory papers of 50 marks each (ENGC, BNGC/BNGM/HINM/URDM and ENVS).
2. Each candidate in the General stream has to appear in 300 marks in three general subjects consisting of 3 papers of 100 marks each, plus 3 Compulsory papers of 50 marks each (ENGC, BNGC/BNGM/HINM/URDM and ENVS).

3. The qualifying marks for a Hons subject is 35% (separately for theoretical and practical components).
4. If a candidate does not secure 35% in the aggregate in two Hons papers but at least 30% in each Hons paper, he/she shall qualify for Part-II. This is a special provision applicable only for the Part-I Examinations, 2011.
5. For Hons subjects with a Practical paper (50 or 100 marks), the qualifying marks shall be calculated on the Practical and theoretical components and there will be no further sub-division for individual theory papers. For example, if there are two theoretical papers of 100 and 50 marks in a subject with the remaining 50 marks practical, then to qualify as per special provision 4 above, a candidate has to secure 30%  i.e. 45 out of 150 theoretical and 30% i.e. 15 out of 50 Practical.
6. Qualifying marks for a General (Pass) paper is 25%

7. There are no Qualifying marks for an individual Compulsory paper i.e. BNGM, ENGC/ENGM, ENVS. Each candidate appearing in the Exams for Compulsory papers shall be awarded a Grade as per the following:
Marks 0 - 34: Grade ‘E’ Not Satisfactory

Marks 35-49: Grade ‘D’ ‘Fair’

Marks 50-59: Grade ‘C’ ‘Good’

Marks 60-69: Grade ‘B’ ‘Very Good’

Marks 70 & above: Grade ‘A’ ‘Excellent’

8. Any Hons candidate who secures qualifying marks in both Hons and General subjects and has appeared in the Compulsory subjects shall be qualified for Part-II with a Result Code - QH.
9. If a candidate qualifies in the Hons subject, but fails to qualify in one or both of the General papers, he/she shall qualify for Part-II with a backlog of the failed paper(s) to be repeated at the time of Part-I next year and shall have a Status of QHX (Qualified with backlog) with the failed subject(s) mentioned in the marksheet after the Result Code (e.g. QHX-PLSG or QHX-SOCG, ECOG)
10. If any Hons candidate fails to qualify in the Hons subject but secures at least 25% marks in each of the papers, he/she shall qualify for Part-II in the General stream with a Code- QG. In case the candidate gets more than 25% in one Hons paper but less than 25% in the other while securing at least 25% in the aggregate, he/she will still qualify for Part-II as a General candidate but will have to repeat the corresponding General paper of Part-I and the Code will be QGX i.e. Qualified in General Stream with Backlog, with the name of the Hons subject (where he/she has not qualified) mentioned in the marksheet (e.g. QGX-CEMG). In both these cases, if the candidate fails to qualify in one/two General paper(s), he/she shall also carry the backlog of the failed paper(s) next year when appearing for Part-II.
11. General candidates securing qualifying marks in all three papers along with any grade in the Compulsory subjects (as per 6) shall qualify for Part-II with a Result Code- QG.

12. A General candidate who fails to qualify in up to a  maximum of 2 subjects (papers) shall be qualified to appear in Part-II next year with a partly qualified status QGX along with a backlog of the failed papers which he/she must repeat in next year’s Part-I examinations (e.g. QGX-BENG),
13. General candidates failing to get qualifying marks in more than two papers or Hons candidates getting less than 25% in both Hons papers plus failing to qualify in both General papers shall have a Result Code X (Not Qualified) with the failed subjects mentioned in the marksheet after the Result Code.

14.  If a candidate, Hons or General, is absent in one or more Compulsory subject(s) he/she shall have to re-appear in these papers in next year’s Part-I Examinations.
15. For BBA, qualifying marks in individual papers is 35% while for the Group as a whole, it is 40%. A candidate can carry a backlog of a maximum of two papers.
16.  Qualifying marks in a Major subject is 30% (Result code QM). For a Major candidate, failure to qualify in the Major subject shall be treated as 'X' (Not Qualified) irrespective of whether the candidate has passed the General/Minor subjects. Candidates who have qualified in the Major subject but not qualified in upto 2 General subjects shall have a Result Code 'QMX' (Partly Qualified in Part II, Qualified for Part-III). 
17. A candidate obtaining qualifying marks in an Hons/ General paper but less than the marks required to obtain Hons/ General degree in the aggregate (40% and 30% respectively), shall be allowed to make up the shortfall of the marks required to obtain Hons/ Pass in the Final Part (Part-III) examinations.

18. For B.Com candidates (Hons/ General), the qualifying marks shall be calculated on the Groups and not on individual papers within a particular Group, if applicable.
19. For B.Com Hons. Candidates with a Result of QGX, the General Paper to be repeated shall be PPAG for Part-I & ETXG & MFSS for Part – II. 
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
