CSR / Part-III / 2011/ Final
1. Each candidate in the Honours stream in Part-III has to appear for 400 marks in the Honours subject consisting of 4 theoretical papers of 100 marks each, or a combination of theoretical or practical papers depending on the subject (papers V to VIII). There shall be no General papers for a Honours candidate in Part-III.

2. Each candidate in the General stream has to appear in 300 marks in 3 General subjects consisting of 1 paper of 100 marks (paper IV, V and VI) in each subject.

3. To pass with an Honours Degree, a candidate has to secure at least 40% in the aggregate of 8 Honours papers taking Part I, II & III together i.e. 320 out of 800, and at least 30% in each individual Honours paper in Part-III , separately in theoretical and practical papers/components (i.e. 120 out of 400 if there are no Practical papers and 60 out of 200 each for a lab based subject with 200 theoretical and 200 Practical). 

4. To pass with a General/Major Degree, a candidate has to secure at least 30% in the aggregate of 12 General/Major papers taking Parts I, II & III together (4 papers in each of 3 General subjects) i.e. 360 out of 1200, and at least 25% in the General papers of Part-III, separately in theoretical and practical papers/components where applicable. (failing which, he/she has to re-appear for the particular subject/subjects in Part-III).
5. Hons candidates securing 60% and above in the aggregate in the Hons subject (i.e. 480 and above) shall be awarded ‘First Class’ (I),  40% to less than 60%  (320 to 479) ‘Second Class’ (II) and less than 40% but at least 30% (240 to 319)shall be treated as a General candidate with status G.
6. A General candidate securing 60% or above marks in the aggregate i.e. 720 out of 1200 shall be awarded ‘First Division’ (1), 45% to less than 60% i.e. between 540 to 719 ‘Second Division’ (2) and 30% to 45% i.e. between 360 and 539 the ‘Pass Division’ (P).
7. Any Hons or General candidate securing less than 30% marks in aggregate of Hons/ General subjects or not securing 30% or 25% respectively in the aggregate for Part-III  subjects shall fail the Part-III examinations with a grade ‘F’.
8. If an Hons candidate secures less than 40% and becomes General, his/her division will be determined according to rule 6. above by the percentage of marks received in an aggregate of 1400 (800 in Hons plus 600 in General papers combining Parts I, II and III).
9. An Hons candidate with a backlog of one or more General papers in Part-I or II or both, shall be awarded a Provisional Result for Part-III without any class or division having a Status ‘PNC’ (earlier part not cleared) and his/her Final marksheet shall be published with Part-II or I results.
10.  For General candidates with PNC, no provisional mark-sheet shall be awarded and the Final mark-sheet shall be published with Part-II results.

11.  A candidate, Pass or Honours, who has not secured Pass marks in Part-III or a PNC candidate failing to clear the backlog of Part-II or Part-I would have to re-appear in the relevant Part in 2012 in only those paper(s) where he/she has not obtained qualifying marks, and not the entire subject. This is applicable for both theoretical and practical papers.
12.  As there are no General papers for a Hons candidate in Part-III, any Hons candidate who has secured qualifying marks (25%) in the General subjects in earlier parts but did not secure pass marks in the aggregate (30%), shall have the option of repeating with Part-II one or two General papers to make up for the shortfall. Such candidates shall also be given a Provisional Part-III marksheet with a ‘PNC’ status as in rule 9 above.
13.  Any Hons candidate who has either failed or passed in General (G) in the Part-III examinations (i.e. not obtained Hons marks in the Hons subject) shall be allowed to submit his/her results and re-appear in the examinations next year. This is also applicable for General candidates who have failed as a whole.
14.  Any candidate can apply for re-evaluation/ review of his/her answer scripts for a maximum of 2 papers provided he/she has secured at least 35% in the aggregate of remaining papers in Part-III. A decrease in marks in re-evaluation shall be given effect only if the reduction does not alter the result status of the candidate (for example he/she becomes ‘G’ from ‘H’ or ‘F’ from ‘G’). 
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
