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Regulations for Admission to the Three-Year B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. (Honours, General and Major) and B. Mus. (Honours and General) Courses of Studies effective from the Academic Session 2011-2012.

Admission Qualifications:

1. A candidate who has passed the Higher Secondary (10+2) or its equivalent examination is eligible to seek admission to the 1st year of the 3-year B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. (Hons./Genl./Major) or B. Mus. (Hons. And Genl.) Course of studies provided he/she has also passed in English having full marks not being less than 100.

However, no candidate, in general, shall be allowed for admission after a lapse of more than 3 years from the year of passing the previous qualifying examination or discontinuation of recognised regular Course of Study after passing the previous qualifying examination. Those desirous to do so may seek permission from the University Authority.

The year of admission shall not be taken into account while calculating 3 years from the year of passing the previous qualifying examination.

For the purpose of determining eligibility for admission to the Honours or Major  Course, aggregate marks shall be calculated by adding the marks of top four subjects in order of marks secured by a candidate. However, marks in compulsory Environmental Education/Studies shall not taken into account for calculation of aggregate marks. If the subject “Environmental Science” is studied as an elective subject of 100 marks, may be taken into account for the purpose of determining the aggregate marks.

2. (a) A candidate taking up Honours Course in a subject must have obtained:

(i) A minimum of 50% marks in the aggregate and 45% marks in the subject or related subject at the previous qualifying examination. In case of B. Mus. (Hons.) 45% marks in the aggregate and 45% marks in the subject Music in the pre-qualifying examination.

(ii) 55% marks in the subject or related subject at the previous qualifying examination.

(iii) However, if in any honours subject, the number of applications are so low that even the permitted intake of the college cannot be filled up, then the Principal may use his discretionary power to reduce the minimum requirement for admission in that subject. A written note in that respect should reach the Registrar for consideration of that decision for a final approval by the University.

2 (b) However, candidates belonging to the Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe Community taking up Honours Course of study must have obtained a minimum of 40% marks in the aggregate and 40% marks in the subject or related subjects at the previous qualifying examination, as the case may be.

3. (a) Students, who have passed the Higher Secondary (10+2) examination or its equivalent from the All India Boards/Councils or State Boards/Councils including Open Schools and vocational studies, are eligible for studying.

3. (b) No migration certificate will be needed for Registration under this University.

3. © Any dispute regarding eligibility criteria would be resolved by the Equivalence Committee set up by the University

4. For the B.A./B.Sc. (Honours/General/Major) Course of Studies a candidate is required to choose his/her Honours and two/three elective subjects, as the case may be, from among Group-I to Group-VIII as follows by taking not more than one subject from any of the groups mentioned hereunder:

GROUPS

Gr. I.: Physics, Zoology, Education, Film Studies, Physical Education, Human Rights, Women Studies

Gr. II : Human Development, History, Mathematics, Environmental Science

Gr. III : Chemistry, Sociology, Defence Studies, Music, Arabic, Sanskrit, Bio-chemistry

Gr.IV : Botany, Economics, Food & Nutrition

Gr. V : Political Science, Electronics

Gr. VI : Geography, Molecular Biology, Psychology, Philosophy, Microbiology, Journalism & Mass Communication

Gr. VII : Statistics, Physiology, English

Gr. VIII : Anthropology, Computer Science, Bengali, Hindi, Urdu

5. A candidate shall be allowed to take up the subject (s) under heading “A” if he/she had passed the subject (s) under heading “B” at the previous qualifying examination.

6. Some Special conditions for admission to Honours Courses as follows:

To take up Honours in any subject, the candidate has to pass in that “subject” or “related subject” in H.S. examination. In the above table, in general, “subject” and “related subject” are given under the columns A and B. However, the following restrictions supercedes the previous clause.

(i) B. Com. Honours Course in “Accounting and Finance” or “Marketing”, the word “subject” or “related subject” shall mean exactly the same list as given in Serial No. 13 under Column B above.

(ii) Economics: A candidate shall be allowed to take up Honours in Economics if he/she has passed in Mathematics/Business Mathematics at the H.S. Examination. However, a student pursuing Honours in Economics need not necessarily take Mathematics as a combination subject.

(iii) Mathematics: A candidate who has passed Mathematics (and not  Business Mathematics) at H.S. level, is eligible for admission to Mathematics Honours course.

(iv) Bio-Chemistry: Students studying Honours in Biochemistry will have to take elective subjects as stand hereunder and in conformity with Grouping of subjects:

(a) Any one of the subjects: Physics/Mathematics/Statistics

&

(b) Any one of the subjects: Zoology/Botany/Microbiology/Physiology /Molecular Biology

(v) Microbiology: Students studying Honours in Microbiology will have to take elective subjects from the following list:

Mathematics/Chemistry/Physics/Botany/Zoology/Physiology

(vi) Anthropology: Students pursuing  Honours in Anthropology, cannot take up Sociology as a combination subject.

(vii) Education/Sociology: Subjects Psychology, Philosophy, Mathematics, Sociology, Education, Economics, Political Science, History be treated as related subject.

(viii) Philosophy: Subject Psychology is a related subject.

9. A candidate taking up Honours in B.A. Degree Course shall study:

i) Honours in any one subject of the Humanities Division and any two other elective subjects taking at least one from Humanities Division.

ii) However, that other things remaining the same, a candidate may take up Honours course in the B.A. in the following subjects without taking any elective subject from the Division of Science/ Home Science:

a) Mathematics, b) Geography, c) Anthropology, d) Psychology, e) Economics, f) Statistics.

10. A candidate taking up General Course of study for the B.A. Degree shall study:

i) Any three subjects from the Division of Humanities

Or

ii) Any two subjects from the Humanities Division and any one from the Science Division/ Home Science Division.

11. A candidate taking up Honours Course for B. Sc. Degree shall study:

Honours in any one subject from the Division of Science/ Home Science and any two other elective subjects taking at least one from the Science/ Home Science Division.

12. A candidate taking up General course for the B. Sc. Degree shall study:

i) Any three subjects from the Science Division/ Home Science Division

ii) Any two subjects from the Science/ Home Science Division and any one subject from the Humanities Division.

13. A candidate taking Honours course in B. Com degree shall study:

i) One Honours Subject from the Division of Commerce

ii) All subjects of Groups I & II of the B. Com. General course

iii) Two Compulsory Languages

iv) Environmental Studies

14. A candidate taking General Course in B.Com. degree shall study:

i) All subjects of the Groups I, II & III  of the B. Com General Course

ii) Two Compulsory Languages

iii) Environmental Studies

15. A candidate taking up Three-year B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. (Major) degree:

A) Eligibility:

In accordance to the methodology of calculating aggregate marks for eligibility for admission to Major Courses, as given in the Clause 1, a candidate who secures a minimum of 45% marks in the aggregate at the H.S. (10+2) or in an equivalent examination shall be eligible for admission to the B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. (Major) Degree course of studies provided he/she passed in English having full marks not being less than 100.

However, candidates belonging to the SC or ST communities taking up Major Course of Study must have obtained a minimum of 40% marks in the aggregate or 40% marks in the subject or related subjects at the previous qualifying examinations, as the case may be.

B) A candidate taking up Major course for the B.A. Degree shall study:

v) One Major Subject of Humanities (Major) Division

vi) Two Non-Major (Elective) subjects from any Division, out of which at least one should be from the Humanities Division

vii) Two Compulsory Languages

viii) Environmental Studies

C) A candidate taking up Major course for the B.Sc. Degree shall study:

ii) One Major Subject from the Science (Major) Division

iii) Two Non-Major (Elective) subjects from any Division, out of which at least one should be from the Science Division

iv) Two Compulsory Languages

v) Environmental Studies

D) A candidate taking up Major course for the B.Com. Degree shall study:

i) One Major Subject from the Commerce (Major) Division

ii) All subjects of Groups – I & III of the B. Com. General Course

iii) Two Compulsory Languages

iv) Environmental Studies

16. Divisions of Major Subjects:

i) Humanities:

Functional Hindi, Communicative English, Tourism & Travel Management, “Advertising, Sales Promotion & Sales Management”, Computer Applications

ii) Science:

Industrial Fish & Fisheries, Sericulture, Computer Applications, “Advertising, Sales Promotion & Sales Management”,

iii) Commerce:

“Advertising, Sales Promotion & Sales Management”, Tourism & Travel Management, Computer Applications

17. Permitted subject combination for B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. (Major) Studies:

18. Post-admission Stipulations:

i) Candidates taking up Honours Course in their first year of study may be allowed to switch over to General Course by the Principal of respective college by the end of the year of admission.

ii) Colleges have the freedom to hold any number of tests and examinations of its own students. However, Colleges cannot hold any elimination/qualifying test in the midway for students admitted to the Honours Course of Studies. 

iii) 20% of marks of each theoretical paper will be assessed in a mid-term test at the College and would count towards final assessment.

iv) For General Subjects the Practical papers will be evaluated on a continuous basis and would comprise of 80% of the total marks allotted paper. Rest 20% marks will be evaluated on the basis of a viva-voce examination conducted in presence of two external examiners.

v) Above stipulation about Practical examinations will not be applicable to Honours Practical papers.

vi) It is expected that Part I examinations, to be taken by the end of the 1st year, should take place in the month of May.
